(CREST)
Chaplains Course Description 

The purpose of this 14-day program is to train active duty and reserve Navy chaplains from various duty assignments who are reporting to Marine Corps units for the first time or are in need of doctrinal or functional updating in Marine Corps policies and practices. The course of instruction focuses on standard training requirements related to ministry in expeditionary environments, especially with maneuvering combat elements. The chaplains must have completed U.S. Navy Chaplain School, have orders to an active duty or reserve Marine Corps unit and be physically able to complete the arduous requirements of the course. In addition, the chaplains are introduced to the concept of Religious Ministry Team (RMT).

Religious Program Specialist
Course Description

The purpose of this seven-week course is to provide Religious Program Specialists

(RPs) with the knowledge and skills to successfully support a Navy Chaplain in an expeditionary environment. Upon satisfactory completion of this course the student will receive the Navy Enlisted Classification 2401. This is equivalent to the Marine Corps MOS 03XX. The student must be designated as an RP and must be in receipt orders to the Fleet Marine Force. They are required to meet all physical and academic requirements of the program. In addition, the RPs are introduced to the concept of Religious Ministry Team (RMT).
