DVA/DoD sharing agreements in effect prior to 1 October 1997 are currently exempt from OMB Circular A-76 requirements.  New, expanded, or transferred work requirements intended for inclusion in DVA/DoD sharing agreements will be approved only as provided by the cost comparison or other provisions of the OMB Circular A-76 Revised Supplemental Handbook (RSH).  Specifically:


(1) The prospective providing agency will furnish the requesting agency a firm price or reimbursable rate for the requested new or expanded product or service.  The prospective providing agency will also issue a certification that its price or reimbursable rate is calculated in accordance with Part II of the RSH.  DoD's official software for A-76 costing is win.COMPARE2.  The current version 1.6  is available for download at http://compare.mevatec.com/.  Please note that costing tables change frequently; activities should ensure they have updated the tables in win.COMPARE2 prior to costing each sharing agreement.  


(2) The prospective providing agency's price/reimbursable rate will be compared by the requesting agency to an in-house and/or commercial offer, also calculated IAW Part II of the RSH.  A contract shall be awarded by the requesting agency, if the commercial offer is more economical.  In addition, the requesting agency is responsible for compliance with all other competition requirements of the RSH.  
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
