The Department of Defense, TRICARE Management Activity (TMA) announced on April 25, 2003, that a Statement of Work will be issued through the GSA schedule for the procurement of TRICARE marketing and educational materials. It is anticipated that the government will award a contract with a marketing or public relations company to develop a national suite of TRICARE marketing and educational materials that will be used by other TRICARE contractors, including the new TRICARE managed care support contractors, to educate and inform 8.7 million TRICARE beneficiaries and providers world-wide regarding all aspects of the TRICARE health care benefits and program. This contract will replace the current requirement for marketing and educational materials that are part of the existing Managed Care Support Contracts. All materials will be coordinated and approved by the Marketing and Education Committee (MEC), which includes representatives from Health Affairs, TRICARE Management Activity, the new Regional Offices, the Surgeons General offices, and the new T-Nex Managed Care Support Contractors (MCSC) upon contract award.

The Marketing and Education Statement of Work which defines TRICARE marketing and education requirements will soon be available to solicit bids from companies listed on the GSA-Marketing, Media and Public Information Services-Schedule 738. 

Printing and distribution of marketing and educational materials developed by the Marketing and Education contractor and approved by the MEC will be accomplished through a DoD contract with Document Automation and Production Services/Government Printing Office (DAPS/GPO).
