RMKS/1. THIS MESSAGE HAS BEEN COORDINATED WITH THE COMMANDANT OF THE

MARINE CORPS (CMC). THE COMMANDANT HAS AUTHORIZED TRANSMISSION TO

MARINE CORPS ACTIVITIES.

2. REQUEST WIDEST DISSEMINATION TO ALL NAVY AND MARINE CORPS RESERVE

ACTIVITIES AND READINESS COMMANDS, MTF RESERVE LIAISONS,

IMMUNIZATION CLINICS, COMPTROLLERS, PREVENTIVE MEDICINE,

OCCUPATIONAL HEALTH, AND PHARMACY STAFFS.

3. THERE HAVE RECENTLY BEEN NUMEROUS QUESTIONS REGARDING THE POLICY

OF PROVIDING IMMUNIZATION SUPPORT TO THE NAVY AND MARINE CORPS

RESERVE COMPONENTS (RC). THIS MESSAGE IS INTENDED TO CLARIFY THE

CURRENT POLICY AND PROVIDE FURTHER GUIDANCE.

4. REF A STATES NAVY AND MARINE CORPS RC PERSONNEL ARE ELIGIBLE TO

RECEIVE IMMUNIZATIONS AT NO COST FROM A NAVAL MEDICAL TREATMENT

FACILITY (MTF), INCLUDING BRANCH CLINICS AND OTHER MEDICAL

DEPARTMENT FACILITIES.  REFS B AND C SUBJECT SELECTED RESERVES TO

THE SAME IMMUNIZATION REQUIREMENTS AS THE ACTIVE DUTY FORCE.

5. THE MISSION OF BUMED IS TO MAKE SAILORS AND MARINES, BOTH ACTIVE

DUTY AND RESERVE, MEDICALLY READY FOR DEPLOYMENT.  ACCORDINGLY, RC

MEMBERS SHOULD RECEIVE ALL REQUIRED IMMUNIZATIONS FROM AN MTF OR
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BRANCH CLINIC DURING ACTIVE DUTY FOR TRAINING (ADT), ANNUAL TRAINING

(AT), INACTIVE DUTY TRAINING (IDT), OR ACTIVE DUTY FOR SPECIAL WORK

(ADSW).

6. HOWEVER, THERE ARE TIMES WHEN IMMUNIZING RC MEMBERS AT A RESERVE

ACTIVITY IS LOGISTICALLY ADVANTAGEOUS OR MORE PRACTICAL. THESE

INCLUDE CONDUCT OF AN IDT OR AT PERIOD ON A SITE DISTANT FROM AN MTF

OR BRANCH CLINIC, AS WELL AS CASES OF RAPID MOBILIZATION OR OTHER

OPERATIONAL CONSTRAINTS PRECLUDING MTF OR BRANCH CLINIC SUPPORT.

TRAVEL DISTANCES TO MTFS OR BRANCH CLINICS FOR RC MEMBERS MAY ALSO

MAKE PROVIDING VACCINATIONS AT RESERVE ACTIVITIES MORE PRACTICAL.

7. MOST RESERVE ACTIVITIES HAVE THE NECESSARY STAFF AND FACILITY TO

ADMINISTER IMMUNIZATIONS IN-HOUSE, BUT MAY NOT HAVE A STOCK OF

NEEDED VACCINES ON HAND. IN SUCH CASES, AN MTF WILL SUPPLY VACCINES

TO THE RESERVE ACTIVITY UPON REQUEST FOR LOCAL ADMINISTRATION.

VACCINES SHOULD BE SHIPPED OR DELIVERED VIA THE MOST EXPEDITIOUS,

COST-EFFECTIVE MECHANISM, PRESERVING THE COLD CHAIN WHEN APPLICABLE.

8. PROJECTED COSTS FOR THE IMMUNIZATION REQUIREMENTS OF RC PERSONNEL

HAVE BEEN CALCULATED, FOR BOTH EACH MTF AND FOR THE INDIVIDUAL RC

MEMBER. THESE HAVE BEEN DETERMINED USING THE IMMUNIZATIONS REQUIRED

OF RC PERSONNEL PER REFS B AND C. ASSUMPTIONS REGARDING PERCENTAGES
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OF NAVY AND MARINE CORPS PERSONNEL REQUIRING SPECIFIC IMMUNIZATIONS

AND THEIR PERIODICITY OF ADMINISTRATION HAVE BEEN MADE TO FACILITATE

COST ESTIMATES. THE CURRENT ESTIMATED AVERAGE ANNUAL COST FOR

PROVIDING REQUIRED IMMUNIZATIONS TO A NAVY RESERVIST IS $7.66, AND

FOR A MARINE CORPS RESERVIST IS $15.97.

9. IMMUNIZATIONS INCLUDED IN COST PROJECTIONS ARE THE FOLLOWING:

INFLUENZA, TETANUS/DIPHTHERIA, YELLOW FEVER, TYPHOID, AND HEPATITIS

B. INASMUCH AS MOST PERSONNEL WILL BE PREVIOUSLY VACCINATED WITH

HEPATITIS A, THIS IS NOT INCLUDED. BECAUSE OF HIGHER COST AND

RELATIVELY LESS COMMON USE, JAPANESE ENCEPHALITIS VACCINE (JEV) AND

MENINGOCOCCAL VACCINE ARE NOT INCLUDED, BUT WILL BE HANDLED

SEPARATELY. WHEN JEV OR MENINGOCOCCAL VACCINE ARE REQUIRED, RESERVE

ACTIVITIES MAY CONTACT EITHER THEIR ALIGNED MTF OR BUMED FOR

SUPPORT.

10. IN COORDINATION WITH NAVAL RESERVE READINESS COMMANDS (REDCOMS),

COMNAVRESFOR, AND COMMARFORRES, BUMED HAS DEVELOPED A RESERVE

ACTIVITY-MTF ALIGNMENT PLAN FOR IMMUNIZATION SUPPORT. THE ALIGNMENT

PLAN SPECIFICALLY DESIGNATES THE MTF TO WHICH RESERVE ACTIVITIES

WILL SEEK SUPPORT FOR IMMUNIZATION REQUIREMENTS. THIS WILL MINIMIZE

UNCERTAINTY REGARDING WHICH RESERVE ACTIVITY MAY REQUEST SUPPORT
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FROM A SPECIFIC MTF. THE ALIGNMENT PLAN FOR IMMUNIZATION SUPPORT

ALSO LISTS THE NUMBERS OF PERSONNEL ATTACHED TO EACH RESERVE

ACTIVITY. THIS PLAN WILL SHORTLY BE AVAILABLE FOR VIEWING OR

DOWNLOADING FROM THE INTERNET WEBSITES LISTED BELOW.

11. PERSONNEL READINESS FOR THE RESERVIST IS ULTIMATELY THE

RESPONSIBILITY OF THE RESERVE ACTIVITY COMMANDER. NAVAL MTFS WILL

PROVIDE COORDINATION AND ASSISTANCE UTILIZING PREVENTIVE MEDICINE,

PHARMACY, AND/OR SUPPLY STAFFS. IN NO INSTANCE SHOULD AN MTF

WITHHOLD SUPPORT TO ELIGIBLE RESERVISTS. THE RESERVE LIAISON AT THE

MTF WILL WORK CLOSELY WITH THE MEDICAL DEPARTMENT REPRESENTATIVE

(MDR) AT THE RESERVE ACTIVITY TO ENSURE THAT RA MEMBERS MAINTAIN

FULL IMMUNIZATION STATUS. INDIVIDUAL MOBILIZATION AUGMENTEE (IMA)

MEMBERS MAY USE THE SERVICES OF THE CLOSEST RA OR TO THE MOST

CONVENIENT MTF.

12. SOME RESERVE ACTIVITIES MAY BE RECEIVING IMMUNIZATION SUPPORT

FROM NON-BUMED MEDICAL FACILITIES, SUCH AS ANOTHER SERVICE MTF, VA

HOSPITAL, OR PRIVATE SECTOR CLINIC/HOSPITAL. THERE IS NO INTENT TO

AFFECT THESE RELATIONSHIPS WITH THE NEW ALIGNMENT PLAN.

13. MTFS ARE ONLY REQUIRED TO PROVIDE VACCINES. RESERVE UNITS ARE

RESOURCED FOR ALL ANCILLARY SUPPLIES (NEEDLES, SYRINGES, ETC.)

REQUIRED FOR VACCINATIONS.

14. A CERTAIN DEGREE OF DELIBERATE, CYCLICAL PLANNING AND BUDGETING

ON THE PART OF BOTH RESERVE ACTIVITIES AND MTFS IS ESSENTIAL. EACH

SUPPORTING MTF IN THE ALIGNMENT PLAN SHOULD PLAN AND BUDGET FOR ALL

IMMUNIZATIONS AUTHORIZED FOR RESERVISTS IN ACCORDANCE WITH BUMEDINST

6230.15. THIS PLANNING MUST BE POPULATION-BASED, ACCOUNT FOR

FREQUENCY AND NATURE OF KNOWN DEPLOYMENTS, REFLECT OPERATIONAL

REQUIREMENTS FOR SPECIFIC VACCINATIONS, AND THE MOST EFFICIENT UNIT

COST OF PROCUREMENT.  MTFS WILL INCLUDE THE REQUIREMENTS FOR

IMMUNIZATION SUPPORT OF THEIR ALIGNED RESERVE ACTIVITIES WITH THEIR

BUDGET SUBMISSION FOR FY01 IN JULY 2000.?

15. FUNDING FOR RC IMMUNIZATIONS REFLECT THE POPULATION DISTRIBUTION

CONTAINED IN THE ALIGNMENT PLAN. OPERATIONS AND MAINTENANCE, DEFENSE

HEALTH PROGRAM (O&M, DHP) FUNDING CURRENTLY BEING USED TO PROVIDE

IMMUNIZATIONS TO RESERVISTS IS CONSIDERED PART OF AN MTF'S EXISTING

DIRECT CARE FUNDING BASE. TO THE EXTENT THAT COST TO THE MTF OF

PROVIDING IMMUNIZATION SUPPORT TO RESERVE ACTIVITIES AND RC MEMBERS

SIGNIFICANTLY EXCEEDS THE LEVEL OF SUPPORT PROVIDED IN THE PAST, THE

MTF MAY SUBMIT AN UNFUNDED REQUIREMENT THROUGH THE APPROPRIATE

FISCAL CHANNELS. ADDITIONAL FUNDING WILL BE PROVIDED IF THE MTF CAN

CLEARLY DEMONSTRATE THAT THE REQUIREMENT EXCEEDS THE LEVEL OF

FUNDING PROVIDED IN THE PAST.

16.  DURING THE BUDGET CALL PROCESS PROCEEDING EACH FISCAL YEAR,

EACH RESERVE ACTIVITY IS RESPONSIBLE FOR PLANNING AND BUDGETING

THEIR IMMUNIZATION REQUIREMENTS. THIS PLAN SHOULD INCLUDE

IMMUNIZATIONS ANTICIPATED FOR ADMINISTRATION TO RC MEMBERS AT THE

MTF OR BRANCH CLINIC, AS WELL AS THOSE IMMUNIZATIONS PLANNED FOR

ADMINISTRATION AT THE RESERVE ACTIVITY. PARTICULAR ATTENTION SHOULD

BE GIVEN TO SPECIAL IMMUNIZATION REQUIREMENTS FOR ANTICIPATED

DEPLOYMENTS (E.G., JEV OR TYPHOID VACCINE). RESERVE ACTIVITIES WILL

PROVIDE THIS IMMUNIZATION PLANNING DATA TO SUPPORTING MTFS WHO WILL

STOCK REQUISITE AMOUNTS OF VACCINES FOR RC MEMBERS.

17. THE CURRENT ANTHRAX VACCINE IMPLEMENTATION PLAN FOR THE RC WILL
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REMAIN INDEPENDENT AND UNAFFECTED BY THE NEW RESERVE ACTIVITY-MTF

ALIGNMENT PLAN.

18. IT IS ANTICIPATED THAT AS THIS PROGRAM IS EXECUTED AS INTENDED,

A HIGH LEVEL OF MEDICAL READINESS WILL RESULT. ADDITIONALLY,

SITUATIONS IN WHICH A RESERVE ACTIVITY OR INDIVIDUAL RC MEMBERS,

LACKING REQUIRED IMMUNIZATIONS, REPORT TO A LOCATION GEOGRAPHICALLY

REMOTE FROM THEIR SUPPORTING MTF, WILL BE GREATLY MINIMIZED.

19. BUMED HAS PROVIDED EACH HEALTHCARE SUPPORT OFFICE (HSO) WITH AN

IMPLEMENTATION PLAN DETAILING REQUIRED VACCINES AND THEIR COSTS, THE

RESERVE ACTIVITY-MTF ALIGNMENT PLAN FOR IMMUNIZATION SUPPORT,

ASSUMPTIONS FOR VACCINE ADMINISTRATION, PROJECTED AVERAGE COSTS FOR

NAVY AND MARINE CORPS RC MEMBERS, AND PROJECTED COSTS FOR EACH

ALIGNED MTF.

20. THE RESERVE ACTIVITY-MTF ALIGNMENT PLAN WILL SHORTLY BE
