In order to strike or cross rate, you must first have approval from PERS 812.  Ensure a Career Development Board has been completed then submit a 1306 with all required supporting documentation required in the CANTRAC for consideration by them.  Religious Program Specialists only will submit their packets via RPCS(FMF) Hendrickson.  Once completed and approved by PERS 812, send your approved 1306 to HMC Griffin and submit your NROWS application with the desired dates of your school.  Class schedules are provided in the CANTRAC.  If funding is available, I will obtain a class quota for you and act on your order request.  Ensure you use the appropriate funding source code (FSC): Once you have chosen Type Of Active Duty Request as “Active Duty For Training” and then ADT Type as “School ADT” you will use “Medical N7 ADT School” from the list of choices presented you. Under travel, select Quarters available, not reimbursable (barracks are available for “A” school) and messing available and directed.  Your travel dates will be the day prior to the report not later than date and return on graduation day as listed in the CANTRAC.

If there is not an allocated reserve quota for the class, 30 days prior to class convening date, all remaining open seats are released.
