Education and Training Goes Online with the Delivery of the Basic Medical Department Officers Course

The Basic Medical Department Officers Course (BMDOC) is now available on Navy Knowledge Online (NKO), the Navy’s portal for career management and education and training opportunities.  Accessed through Navy eLearning on NKO, the BMDOC consists of 15-20 hours of course work that introduces both the business and operational aspects of Naval Medicine’s role in delivering Force Health Protection to the Fleet.  

The Naval Medical Education and Training Command (NMETC), under Rear Admiral Nancy J. Lescavage, developed the BMDOC as the initial course in a continuum of learning for all Naval Medical Department personnel.  This course supports the CNO’s vision of revolutionizing education and training and serves as one of the key steps in the professional development of medical department officers in the ranks of 0-1 through 0-3.  Designed as a point on the professional vector of the Navy’s Five-Vector Model, an overarching future goal of BMDOC is to become an essential requirement for promotion.

According to CAPT Catherine Tymensky, Director of Learning Continuum development for the Naval Medical Education and Training Command (NMETC), the course will “ introduce junior officers to the concepts and organizational structure of Naval Medicine and will expose junior officers to important information about how we operate and are resourced.”

By delivering the course online, NMETC, the Navy’s Learning Center for Force Health Protection, will provide junior officers with a career development tool through convenient and affordable learning.  CDR Patrick Malone, NMETC’s Director of Academics, described its advantages, “The number of lost man hours due to TAD travel is decreased.  Also, the student has the convenience of managing his or her own learning.  Because of its availability online, students can access the course anytime, anywhere.”  Upon completion of the course, the student’s grade is forwarded to his or her electronic training jacket.  CDR Brenda Clark, Head, Academic Program Management for NMETC, pointed out that the course will evolve.  She said, “The BMDOC will have cyclical reviews by both curriculum and subject matter experts to both enhance and update the material.  This will allow for academic rigor and relevance to be maintained as the course becomes integrated into Naval Medicine’s culture.”

The BMDOC is the first of several Naval Medicine learning continuum courses.  Currently scheduled for implementation are advanced courses for 0-4s and 0-5s and an executive course of study for 0-6s.  Additionally, courses are in development for enlisted and civilian personnel.
