Creditable Service Definitions

Health Professional Pay Entry Date (HPPED) - is the date used to determine years of active service for purposes of calculating medical special pay entitlements. HPPED is computed by backdating the Professional Service Date (PSD) by the amount of service credited for medical or dental internship or residency not on active duty.

Creditable Service - is the years of service counted in establishing HPPED under Title 37 U.S.C.302 and consists of:

Medical Corps Officers and Dental Corps Officers:

· All periods on active service in the Medical or Dental Corps of the Army or Navy, as an officer of the Air Force designated as a medical or dental officer, or as a medical or dental officer of the Public Health Service. 

· All periods that the officer spent successfully completing medical, osteopathic, or dental internship and residency training while not on active duty. 

Non-Physician Health Care Providers:

· All periods on active service in the Medical Service Corps or Nurse Corps while designated in a requested specialty.
