Dental Officer Multi-Year Retention Bonus (DOMRB)

DOMRB is a discretionary bonus to Dental Corps officers intended to alleviate the most severe shortfalls in dental specialties. This bonus is additive to all other dental officer special pays.

To be eligible for a DOMRB agreement the provider must: 

· Have at least 8 years of creditable service, computed from the Health Professional Pay Entry Date (HPPED) or no obligation to the Navy for training. 

· Have completed or will complete initial residency training before 1 October of the fiscal year being applied for. 

· Contract for 2, 3, or 4 years beyond the existing obligation for scholarship or residency training. 

· Be fully qualified in a designated specialty throughout the period of the obligation. 

· Demonstrate adequate levels of military and professional performance. 

DOMRB will be paid in a lump sum payment, at the beginning of each contract year, at a rate determined by the Assistant Secretary of Defense-Tricare Management Activity and as released by the CNO via NAVADMIN.

Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ’s)
Q. What is DOMRB?

Q. How do I become eligible? 

A. To be eligible for a DOMRB agreement the provider must:

Q. Who approves DOMRB? 

A. As DOMRB cannot be CO approved, all request must be submitted to M1-32. THERE IS NO PROVISION FOR RETROACTIVE DOMRB
