HOW TO REQUEST A RESERVIST

The Medical Reserve Utilization Program (MEDRUP) is Navy Medicine’s plan for achieving full integration of the Medical Reserve into the Navy Medical Department. MEDRUP is for requesting Officer and Enlisted support, and is a web-enabled database with global access.

With total force integration, Reservists are utilized across the full operational spectrum (forward deployments, routine operations, exercises, contributory support, and peacetime support).  With MEDRUP, there are ten support priorities established, with OCONUS support having top priority.  These priorities are evaluated and coded by the Command Reserve Liaison Officer (CRLO).  See PDF file in “Further Info” for details on the priorities.

Allocation of reserve assets are based on validated requirements, which will be facilitated by advanced MTF/DTF planning, and the use of MEDRUP information management system.  The CRLO will ensure that all health care practitioners or providers performing duty at the MTF/DTF are credentialed and privileged BEFORE providing a billet control number (BCN).

For Claimancy 18 activities, develop support requirements and enter them into the MEDRUP system.  The CRLO is a key player in obtaining reserve support and is responsible for command support.  To develop your requirements, you will need the following:

a. Start date





f. Designator/Corps

b. Number of days




g. NOBC/NEC

c. Number of personnel requested


h. Security clearance, if needed

d. Rank-min/max (only if important for the job)
 i. Priority code 

e. Subspecialty codes and/or                

 j. Justification – (short and to the point), 

    AQDs for Officers if applicable                                 may include specifics for the job

For non-Claimancy 18 activities, you will need to submit your requirements to OPNAV (N931).  Point of contact is Commander Christine M. Grabowski, Medical Resources, Plans and Policy Division, N931.  Her contact information is DSN 329-1708, COM (703) 601-1708 or at grabowski.christine@hq.navy.mil.  After validation of requirements, N931 will submit them to BUMED M10. All requirements will be validated by M1-2B for hospital support, N931 for operational support, and M3D2R for dental.  M10 will have overall responsibility for brokering global matches of available reserve manpower resources with unmet validated requirements.

Both N931 and BUMED prefer requests for Claimancy 18 assets be submitted NLT 1 May for the following fiscal year.  Unplanned requests need 60 to 90 days (minimum) for reserve support processing.  It is highly recommended you POM for recurring exercises i.e. Kernel Blitz, Operation Bulldog, and events (summer surges).
